Rest and renewal purpose of summer sabbatical 
Dear Friends in Christ: 
The days are fast approaching when I 
will be taking a three -month sabbatical 
from my pastoral work here at 
Redeemer. You may have already heard 
about this sabbatical in previous 
publications or meetings. 
 Our congregation has had a 
sabbatical policy in place for a number 
of years now. It allows for the full -time 
ministry staff of our congregation to 
take a recess from ministry for a short 
period of time to refresh, renew, 
recharge, re-engage, re-think, 
replenish, restore and retreat. Even 

though the policy has been in place for 
a number of years, no one on our staff 
has actually taken a sabbatical. 
 In July of this year, I will reach 20 
years in the ministry and, 
simultaneously, 20 years as pastor of 
Redeemer. It has been both a blessing 
and a privilege to be the congregationôs 
shepherd from the early days of our 
community of faith until now. I look 
forward with anticipation to what God 
has in store for our ministry together 
here at Redeemer in the years to come. 
These past 20 years have been a blast!  
 But it is time for me to take a brief 
break from ministry to be recharged 
and renewed for ministry. The Board of 
Directors has approved a sabbatical for 
me that will begin in mid -May and last 
until mid-August.  
 The word ñsabbaticalò comes from 
the Hebrew word ñShabbatò or 
Sabbath. This biblical word literally 
means ñrest.ò Godôs design is that we 
should rest from our labors so that we 
might be reinvigorated for our labors. 
God himself rested on the seventh day 
of creation in Genesis 2:2-3. A 

sabbatical offers a season of personal 
renewal and disciplined reflection. A 
sabbatical allows a ministry leader to 
embrace the gifts of time and Sabbath 
for their lives and ministries. As they 
are renewed and strengthened so are 
their families and so is the Church. 
 During this sabbatical, I also plan to 
begin work on a book that will support 
Redeemer's discipleship development 
model: The Three Rôs. As you know, at 
Redeemer, we believe that all of 
Christian life can be summed up with 
three basic things: Rejoice, Relate, 
Respond. The book will be a practical 

and helpful tool guiding people to grow 
spiritually and become a "Three R's 
Disciple." It is my prayer that the 
resulting tool will be used by 
individuals, one-on-one mentoring 
relationships, and in small group 
settings. There will also be an
