vernal equinox.

Ecclesiastically, the equinox is
reckoned to be on March 21, even though
the equinox occurs, astronomically
speaking, on March 20 in most years, and
the "Full Moon" is not necessarily the
astronomically correct date. In Western
Christianity, using the Gregorian
calendar, Easter always falls on a Sunday

between March 22 and April 25,
inclusively. So, technically, Easter can be
only one day later than it is this year.
