Exceptions will be made do to medical reason, however extreme caution will be taken so
that this information is kept quite, we would not want lose focus on our purpose.
Throughout the process, subtle hints will be given as to what direction we will be going,
what the weather will be like, and some possible pit stops along the way.

We know that this is not a normal way to do mission trip planning and is rather new.
We will meet several times to train and keep the communication lines open during the
process. The purpose is not to create anxiousness, but rather create a new way to grow
closer to Christ as His disciples. Talk about relying on God to use you in a foreign land!

e Our Student Ministry will provide several fundraisers for all students and
parents to participate in to raise the remainder of the costs for these mission
opportunities. Our goal is to raise 40% of the total cost for the whole group
to go, so families should plan on paying the remainder of the trip.
